2. Battle of Yorktown: This battle marked the end of the American Revolution
3. Charles Cornwallis: British general who surrendered to the Continental army at the Battle of Yorktown.
4. John Hancock: President of the Continental Congress and was the first to sign the Declaration of Independence
5. African Americans (slaves): joined the army with the hopes of gaining freedom
6. France: decided to aid (help) the Continental Army
7. Lafayette: helped train the continental army
8. Von Stuben: helped train troops to march, drill, and use weapons
9. Pulaski: helped build forts and train cavalry
10. Morgan: Won the battle of Cowpens 
11. Greene: Had knowledge of local geography
12. Treaty of Paris: name of the document that ended the American Revolution
13. Patriot Advantages: 

· many owned rifles, sharpshooters

· brilliant commander (George)

· fighting for a cause & beliefs 

· defense of homes and property
14. British Advantages: 

· highly trained

· experienced troops
· powerful navy

16. Battle of Cow Pens- Battle was won when Daniel Morgan used his strategy of dividing soldiers into a front and rear line

18. Common Sense- document written by Thomas Paine
19. loyalists- American colonists who remained loyal to Britain (included royal officials, many merchants, and farmers)

20. Olive Branch Petition- this was sent to King George III by the Continental Congress in an attempt to keep peace

21. Declaration of Independence- written by Thomas Jefferson. The purpose of this document was to state the colonies reasons for separation from England.
