militia- a body of citizen soldiers as distinguished from professional soldiers.
surveyor- an overseer or supervisor.
ally- a person, group, or nation that is associated with another or others for some common cause or purpose
alliance- a formal agreement or treaty between two or more nations to cooperate for specific purposes.
detachment- the dispatch of a military unit, such as troops or ships, from a larger body for a special duty or mission

outpost- a station established at a distance from the main body of an army to protect it from surprise attack:
surrender- to give oneself up, as to an enemy
treaty- a formal agreement between two or more states, as in reference to terms of peace or trade
counter attack- to deliver a return attack or make a return attack against.
council- an assembly of persons summoned or convened for consultation, deliberation, or advice.
