Suffrage-the right to vote
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qualification for voters- white males over 21, all workers, not just land owners

limits on voters- women, Native Americans, most African Americans CANNOT vote
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candidates in the election of 1824- Henry Clay, John Quincy Adams, Andrew Jackson, William Crawford
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[image: image19.wmf]winner of the election of 1824- no clear winner, House of Representatives chose John Quincy Adams under the influence of Henry Clay
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the “Corrupt Bargain”- supporter of Andrew Jackson felt that Adams and Clay stole the election from Jackson

Whigs- political party that supported Adams, mostly former federalists
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Henry Clay- ran for president, influenced the House of Representatives to vote for Adams, secretary of state[image: image25.jpg]



Democrats- new political party that supported Jackson
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caucus- private meeting to choose their candidates (old way)
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nominating convention- delegates from all states chose the part’s candidate (new way)
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election of 1828- Adams ran against Jackson, Jackson was clear winner, his support came from farmers and workers
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[image: image35.wmf]spoils system- practice of rewarding supporters with government jobs.  Jackson gave government jobs to his friends and supporters
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“kitchen cabinet”- Cabinet is a group of people who help the president. Jackson had appointed people who were his friends. He needed to talk to people who knew about government.  He met with these unofficial advisors in the White House kitchen, they were called the “kitchen cabinet.” 
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state’s rights- the rights of states to limit the power of the federal government; caused arguing between North and South
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John C. Calhoun- Vice President, spoke out for state’s rights
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Tariff of Abominations- highest tariff (tax on goods coming into the US) in the history of the nation passed by congress that favored manufacturers

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Nullification Act- South Carolina declared the new tariff illegal and threatened to secede, or withdraw form the Union

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Indian Removal Act- the forcing of Native American tribes to move west of the Mississppi River
Trail of Tears- the sorrowful journey taken by the Native Americans 
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Seminole War- the resisting of removal by the Seminole Indians  
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Panic of 1837- economic crisis where State banks were making too much paper money



mudslinging- use of insults to attack an opponent’s reputation

Van Buren- did little to stop the depression because he believed in Laissez Faire
